AWF‘s 9th year was another busy and full year. Courtesy of a
grant from the Kinsman Foundation, OR, we built a new
pump house, gravel paths were extended on our nature trail,
and our raccoon pens are being modified to include
dividers, bathtubs and better drainage. In 2006 we received
continuing support for general operating from donors,
including major contributions from the Ouida Mundy Hill
Designated Fund, HI, the Hugh and Jane Ferguson
Foundation, WA, and the Panaphil Foundation, NY.

Plans for 2007
While the nature trail continues to be improved, AWF's
conservation education programs are presented to children
and adults in a separate section of the rehabilitation barn.
Requests for education programs increase every year. Tours
are given of the education animal pens, which at present are
scattered throughout the 13-1/2 acre property. In 2007 we
will finish remodeling our raccoon pens, gravel paths will be
thickened and extended, and we’ll be stepping up our
landscape maintenance.

In July 2006 AWF's wildlife
care clinic admitted an
adult Osprey with a
dislocated right hand and
severe ligament and soft
tissue injury to the elbow.
